WHEREAS the steadfast work of the construction sector has an impact on every community in  
British Columbia, and 
 
WHEREAS the skilled trades provide rewarding and sustainable career opportunities to more than  
251 000 British Columbians, and 
 
WHEREAS a safe, high-quality built environment is essential to the health and well-being of every  
British Columbian, and 
 
WHEREAS despite the skills and expertise required to excel in the construction trades and the dependence of 
British Columbia’s communities on the hard work of skilled tradespeople and builders, many tradespeople do 
not receive recognition for the important contributions they make to this province, and 
 
WHEREAS there is a definite need to raise awareness of the important work done by the construction 
workforce in all settings, in part so that British Columbia’s youth will perceive that respect is due and given 
to tradespeople and will be confident in considering a similar career path;
